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When was Pegasus established?

The Project was established in 1993
by concerned flight attendants from
various carriers. The intent of the
founders and the current Pegasus
Board is to help AFA members who
are in need of financial aid due to a
critical, life-threatening illness or
disabling injury.

Are Members of the Pegasus
Board paid any monetary salary?
No. All members on the Pegasus
Board are volunteers. Six of the ten
Board members are active flight
attendants from Alaska, America
West, American Trans Air and US
Airways. One of our Board members
is retired from US Airways. Members
who are flight attendants, fly a full
line and volunteer their time to serve
our members.

Who is Eligible? Members of AFA
in good standing are eligible to apply
for assistance.

What types of ilinesses & injuries
does Pegasus assist with? The
Project assists with critical, life
threatening illness or disabling inju-
ries, like lupus, cancer, degenerative
disk disease, AIDS/HIV, hepatitis
and exposure to toxic aircraft fumes,
just to name a few. The fund was not
intended to be used for medical pro-
cedures that are more common and
less threatening to the individual, like
tonsillectomies, hysterectomies and
broken bones etc.

Besides being a critical, life threat-
ening illness or injury, what other
factors does The Project consider
to determine eligibility? The Pro-
ject also looks at the “total household
income” of the member applying for
assistance to determine their need.

Does Pegasus pay towards credit
card debt? No. While The Project
recognizes that credit card debt may
have been incurred due to the lack of
income or reduced pay status, The
Project cannot pay towards credit
card debt. We do consider the
monthly credit card payments as part
of the applicants’ total expenses
when determining whether there is a
financial need.

What types of bills will Pegasus
pay towards? The Project assists

with bills which support basic necessi-
ties of life. Our goal is to help prevent

utilities from being shut off, mort-
gages or rent from being late, and to
keep food on the table. All funds are
paid directly to the applicants’ credi-
tors.

How does someone apply for as-
sistance? Members needing assis-
tance can obtain an application by
calling our toll free Pegasus number

and requesting an application (1-866-

785-0449) or by downloading the

application from our Pegasus website

a ThePegasusProject.org.

How long will Pegasus assist mem-

bers in need? In order to assist as
many AFA members as possible The

$

Project assists members with finan-
cial assistance for 3 consecutive
months, which is followed by a 3
month waiting period, followed by 3
months of assistance and so
on....until the yearly or lifetime
maximum grant amount is
awarded, or the flight attendant
returns to active flying status.

Is information that is provided to
The Project confidential? Yes.
All information shared with The
Project, either by telephone or via
the application process is com-
pletely confidential and is only
shared with Pegasus Review Board
members to determine eligibility for
the grant.

Are donations to The Project tax-
deductible? Yes. The Pegasus
Project is a non profit organization
with a 501 (c) (3) status.

Can | donate funds to a specific
person in need at my carrier?
The Project provides a way to as-
sist specific members through the
Specific Grant Allocation Program.
The member needing assistance
must complete an application to
insure that they have met the eligi-
bility criteria. The member signs a
Publication Release Form which
allows Pegasus to solicit funds spe-
cifically for them. The form also
provides a space for the applicant
to describe how they would like to
express to their fellow flying part-
ners their medical illness or injury.
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
